Example: You speak English, don’t
you?

A tag question is a special construction
in English. It is a statement followed by
a mini-question. The whole sentence is
a “tag question”, and the mini-question
at the end is called a “question tag”.

That’s why we translate it as
«XBOCTaThIi Bompoc». A “tag” is
something small that we add to
something larger. For example, the little
piece of cloth added to a shirt showing
size or washing instructions is a tag.

We use tag questions at the end of
statements to ask for confirmation.
They mean something like: “Am I
right?” or “Do you agree?”. These two
variants are very common in English.
Let’s look at basic structure. When our
statement is positive, for instance,
“Snow is white,” it is a negative tag
“isn’t  it?” Vice versa, negative
statement — positive tag. “You don’t
like me, do you?”.

Remember the cases of using:

Is —isn’t? / Isn’t — iS?

Are — aren’t? / Aren’t — are?

We use the same rule with the modal
verbs:

Can — can’t? / can’t — can?

Should — shouldn’t? / shouldn’t -
should?

Must — mustn’t? / mustn’t — must?

Do — don’t? / don’t — do?




Does — doesn’t? / doesn’t — does?
The verbs “do and are” are used for the
nouns “we, you, they”.
The verbs “does and is” are used for the
nouns “he, she, it”.
Am/ do —I.
We have the same in negative form.
All these cases are used in Present
Simple.
Was — wasn’t? / wasn’t — was?
Were — weren’t? / weren’t — were?
Didn’t — did? / did — didn’t?
Was — |, he, she, it.
Were — you, they, we.
These cases are used in Past Simple.

Here are some mixed examples:

> But you don’t really love her, do
you?

»  This will work, won 't it?

> Well, | couldn’t help it, could 1?

> Nobody knows, do they? (special
case)

Notice that we often use tag questions
to ask for information or help, starting
with a negative statement. This is a
friendly/polite way of making a request.
Example: You don’t know of any good
jobs, do you? (A He 3Haemb JH\HE
MIOCOBETYEIIIb JIN).

It was the rule of using Tag Questions
and Question Tags. Now let’s speak
about answers to tag questions.

How do we answer a tag question?
Often, we just say Yes or No.
Sometimes we may repeat the tag and
reverse it (..., do they? Yes, they do).
Be very careful about answering tag
questions. Answer a tag question
according to the truth of the situation.




Your answer reflects the real facts, not
(necessarily) the question.
